SUNDAY OF EXPULSION. ARDAKSMAN GIRAGI

The second Sunday of the period of Great lent is called the Sunday of Expulsion.
The basis of the mystery of and the name of the day can be found in the Holy
Bible, the Book of Genesis: "So the Lord God sent him out of the Garden of Eden
and made him cultivate the soil from which he had been formed" (Genesis 3:23).
Prehistory is the following. The human being, listening to the deceitful words of
Satan, disobeyed the divine commandments and ate the forbidden fruit, As
punishment the human being, the human being, of course, didn't die at once, but
was deprived of the eternity granted by God and was cursed Since then man must
work hard and sweat to make the soil produce enough food, and woman will have
pain in giving birth to her offspring. And in end God said to the human being:
"You were made from soil and you will become soil again” (Genesis 3:19).

The church Fathers have given the Sundays of the Period of great lent such
names and mysteries which symbolize the mankind's way of life - birth, sinning,
regret and repentance.

Last Sunday, after Divine Liturgy, the altar curtain was closed for the forty
days of Great Lent and will be reopened on Palm Sunday, March 24™. There
will be no offering of Holy Communion during the Divine Liturgy until the
Palm Sunday. Should anyone desire Holy Communion during Great Lent,
please contact Father Hovhan.

The following changes occur during Great Lent:
e There is no Kiss of Peace during the Divine Liturgy
The Holy Gospel Book is not venerated after worship
Hymns are sung in penitential manner
The organ is not played when you depart from the sanctuary
All should remain silent when exiting the sanctuary after worship in
respect of those who remain for devotional prayers
e Wedding are not celebrated

ARMENIAN LENTEN SERVICES

The Peace Service, the Rest Service, and the Sunrise Service are performed more
often during Lent than at other times of the year. (Often, peace and rest services
are performed on Friday evenings.) They are part of the Church's cycle of seven
daily worship services, but are used especially during Lent because they are
penitential in nature and remind us of the effort we are making to restore our pure
and joyous relationship with God.

Peace Service, performed in the late evening, contains prayers for peace at the
end of the day. Its prayers remind us that God is with us even in the face of trial
and temptation.

Rest Service, which comes just before retiring for the night, asks God's
continuing care through the night. It contains the prayer of St. Nersess.

Sunrise Service, performed first thing in the morning, reminds us that God is the
giver of the light of the morning and the light of salvation. It’s beautiful prayers
and hymns have the fresh and serene quality of the most beautiful time of day.
This service is done in our churches before or after Sunday morning liturgy.
