MARCH 17, 2013 Uurs 17,2013
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The Sunday of the Advent, the Last Sunday of the Lent, reminds us of the end
of the present order of the world, next coming of the Christ, the resurrection of
the dead, the last Judgment and the creation of a new earth and a new heaven.

The Gospel for Matins according to St. Mark articulates Jesus' prophecy about
the future end times. Jesus gave His followers a prophetic picture of the end
times, including events leading up to it. He also talked about future events
connected with His return to earth to judge all people. Jesus predicted both
near and distant events without putting them in chronological order. Jesus
warns His followers about the future to provide them with a guide to live by
glorifying God in the present age to prepare for the future fulfillment of the
Kingdom. Many predictions Jesus made in this passage have not yet been
fulfilled, but they were made to help the faithful remain spiritually alert and
prepared at all times as the Church eagerly waits for His Second Coming.

The Midday Gospel reading according to St. Matthew further demonstrates
Jesus' disdain and adherence for the religious leaders when He exposed their
hypocritical attitudes through a pronouncement of judgment.

GOSPEL READING
Matthew 22:34-23:39

34Hearing that Jesus had silenced the Sadducees, the Pharisees got
together. 350ne of them, an expert in the law, tested him with this
question: 36 “Teacher, which is the greatest commandment in the Law?” 37Jesus
replied: ““Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and
with all your mind.” 38This is the first and greatest commandment. 39And the
second is like it: ‘Love your neighbor as yourself.” 40All the Law and the
Prophets hang on these two commandments.” 41While the Pharisees were
gathered together, Jesus asked them, 42“What do you think about the Christ?

46No one could
say a word in reply, and from that day on no one dared to ask him any more
guestions. 1Then Jesus said to the crowds and to his disciples: 2“The teachers of
the law and the Pharisees sit in Moses’ seat. 3S0 you must be careful to do
everything they tell you. But do not do what they do, for they do not practice
what they preach. 4They tie up heavy, cumbersome loads and put them on other
people’s shoulders, but they themselves are not willing to lift a finger to move
them. 5“Everything they do is done for people to see: They make their
phylacteries wide and the tassels on their garments long; 6they love the place of
honor at banquets and the most important seats in the synagogues; 7they love to
be greeted with respect in the marketplaces and to be called ‘Rabbi’ by others.
8“But you are not to be called ‘Rabbi,” for you have one Teacher, and you are all
brothers. 9And do not call anyone on earth ‘father,” for you have one Father, and
he is in heaven. 10Nor are you to be called instructors, for you have one
Instructor, the Messiah. 11The greatest among you will be your servant. 12For
those who exalt themselves will be humbled, and those who humble themselves
will be exalted. 13“Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you
hypocrites! You shut the door of the kingdom of heaven in people’s faces. You
yourselves do not enter, nor will you let those enter who are trying to. [14]
15“Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You travel
over land and sea to win a single convert, and when you have succeeded, you
make them twice as much a child of hell as you are. 16“Woe to you, blind
guides! You say, ‘If anyone swears by the temple, it means nothing; but anyone
who swears by the gold of the temple is bound by that oath.” 17You blind fools!
Which is greater: the gold, or the temple that makes the gold sacred? 18You also
say, ‘If anyone swears by the altar, it means nothing; but anyone who swears by
the gift on the altar is bound by that oath.” 19You blind men! Which is greater:
the gift, or the altar that makes the gift sacred? 20Therefore, anyone who swears
by the altar swears by it and by everything on it.21And anyone who swears by
the temple swears by it and by the one who dwells in it. 22And anyone who
swears by heaven swears by God’s throne and by the one who sits on it. 23“Woe
to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You give a tenth of
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your spices—mint, dill and cumin. But you have neglected the more important
matters of the law—justice, mercy and faithfulness.

30And you say, ‘If we had
lived in the days of our ancestors, we would not have taken part with them in
shedding the blood of the prophets.” 31So you testify against yourselves that you
are the descendants of those who murdered the prophets.
