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FEAST OF THE DISCOVERY OF THE JEWEL BOX OF THEOTOKOS
(MOTHER OF GOD)

Since there are no relics of the Holy Mother's earthly body [she was
assumed into Heaven], her personal belongings became articles of pious
devotion. As they were secretly kept during the time of persecution of the early
church, they began to appear in later times. The Box of the Holy Mother, in
which she kept her veil, was the second item discovered [the first was her belt].
According to tradition, two aristocratic brothers made a vow to go to the Holy
Land. Many people were making pilgrimages to a certain Jewish woman's home
where there was a box to which many miraculous cures were attributed. Through
cunning, they were able to have another box made like the one they saw and
switch it with the box of the Holy Mother. They returned to Constantinople
where they were received with great ceremony and the box was placed in the
Cathedral dedicated to the Holy Mother.

The Armenian Church celebrates this feast upon the order of the
Catholicos Simeon from Yerevan, who accepted this tradition from the Greek
Orthodox Church in the late 18th century.

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THE PARABLE OF THE WHEAT AND THE TARES (Mt. 13:24-30)

The sower of everything kind and justice is Christ. Field is the world, as
well as the soul of each person, and people sleeping are those who are lazy and
ignore God’s commandments and carelessly give way to heresy and evil
thoughts. Enemy is God’s opponent, Satan, wheat is the fruit of justice, as well as
kind people, and tares are sin and injustice. Servants are angels who are
exasperated witnessing in the world various delusions, errors and uncleanness of
souls and wish to exterminate from this life both heretics and accomplices of evil.
However, God doesn’t allow exterminating sinners until harvest in order the
righteous not to be accidentally punished together with them. God doesn’t wish
to kill the human being for evil thoughts in order his kind wishes not to disappear
suddenly. God gives the sinner time, but if he isn’t changed and isn’t turned into
wheat then on Doomsday tares will be burnt. Hence, if Paul being tares
disappeared from this life, later his words would disappear. That is why
the Lord commands to gather tares, i. e. sinners, out on Doomsday. Their hands
and feet will be tied as nobody will be able to act then. Whereas wheat, i. e.
saints, will be taken by sower angels to the heavenly barns.

Such evil thoughts which Paul had while persecuting Christians were burnt
by the fire which Christ brought to the world and the wheat of apostolic wisdom
was put in the barns of the Church.

(According to the books “Brief Interpretation of the Four Gospels” and
“Interpretation the Gospel of Matthew” by Stepannos of Syunik and Abp.
Theophilactus the Bulgarian correspondingly.)

MATTHEW 13:24-30

24 Jesus told them another parable: “The kingdom of heaven is like a man
who sowed good seed in his field. 25 But while everyone was sleeping, his
enemy came and sowed weeds among the wheat, and went away. 26 When
the wheat sprouted and formed heads, then the weeds also appeared.

27 “The owner’s servants came to him and said, ‘Sir, didn’t you sow good
seed in your field? Where then did the weeds come from?’ 28 “‘An enemy
did this,” he replied. “The servants asked him, ‘Do you want us to go and
pull them up?’ 29 ““No,’ he answered, ‘because while you are pulling
the weeds, you may uproot the wheat with them. 30 Let both grow
together until the harvest. At that time I will tell the harvesters: First
collect the weeds and tie them in bundles to be burned; then gather the
wheat and bring it into my barn.””
