MAS

MAS (Antidoron) is very thin unleavened bread of wheat, of any reasonable size
making it possible to be baked on a metal tray. It can be made by any member of
the congregation. It is distributed after the Liturgy to those of the congregation
who have not received communion. It is customary to take mas to the members
of one’s family and to friends, who have been unable to attend the Liturgy. Mas
symbolizes the bond of love among the members of the church.

Mas, meaning “a portion”, represents the remaining part if the loaf which the
faithful used to bring to Church in ancient times to be used as bread for the
Eucharist. A fraction (nshkhar) of this loaf was taken to consecration, while the
remainder was distributed among the congregation at the end of the Liturgy.

The altar curtain will remain closed for the forty
days. In addition to the drawn altar curtain, Holy Communion will not be offered
during Divine Liturgy until Palm Sunday. (Should anyone desire Holy
Communion during Great Lent due to illness or some other emergency, please
contact Father Hovhan for special dispensation.)

In addition to these two major changes, the following changes will also take
place during the celebration of Divine Liturgy throughout the period of Great
Lent:

e There will be no Kiss of Peace.

o The Holy Gospel Book will not be venerated after service.

e The organ will not be played as congregants are departing from the
sanctuary at the end of service.

o Congregants will remain silent when exiting the sanctuary after worship
to respect those who remain to offer devotional prayers.

o Wedding are not celebrated.

SUNDAY OF THE JUDGE

The fifth Sunday of Great Lent is called the Sunday of the Judge. The message of
the day comes from the parable of the widow and the judge. The parable is
mentioned in the Gospel of St. Luke (18:1-8) and tells the story of a widow who
repeatedly came to a judge who neither feared God nor respected man to
plead for her rights. For a long period of time the judge refused to act, but fearing
that the woman would continue to return indefinitely, the judge finally granted
her request. Thus, he put an end to her continuous appeals and was rid of
her. After telling this parable, the Lord assured everyone that if a man as corrupt
and unfair as this judge acted in favor of the widow, then God surely would judge
in favor of His people and grant the requests of all those who submit to Him
through prayer.

This parable exhorts us to always and continually pray as prayer symbolizes the
soul’s eternal striving and thirst for God. The parable also contains an appeal
from Christ. After telling the parable, Christ says: “But will the Son of Man find
faith on earth when He comes?” In His words, Jesus gives a reference to the
Second Coming, and sadness and anguish are felt in the Lord’s remark. It is truly
painful for the Savior that many people may be subject to a just though cruel
judgment instead of becoming the inheritors of the Kingdom of God.

200nce, having been asked by the Pharisees when the kingdom of God would
come, Jesus replied, “The kingdom of God does not come with your careful
observation, 21nor will people say, ‘Here it is,” or ‘There it is,” because the
kingdom of God is within you.” 22Then he said to his disciples, “The time is
coming when you will long to see one of the days of the Son of Man, but you
will not see it. 23Men will tell you, ‘There he is!” or ‘Here he is!” Do not go
running off after them. 24For the Son of Man in his day will be like the
lightning, which flashes and lights up the sky from one end to the other. 25But
first he must suffer many things and be rejected by this generation. 26“Just as it
was in the days of Noah, so also will it be in the days of the Son of
Man. 27People were eating, drinking, marrying and being given in marriage up
to the day Noah entered the ark. Then the flood came and destroyed them all.
28It was the same in the days of Lot. People were eating and drinking, buying
and selling, planting and building. 29But the day Lot left Sodom, fire and sulfur
rained down from heaven and destroyed them all. 30“Tt will be just like this on
the day the Son of Man is revealed. 310n that day no one who is on the roof of
his house, with his goods inside, should go down to get them. Likewise, no one
in the field should go back for anything. 32Remember Lot’s wife! 33Whoever
tries to keep his life will lose it, and whoever loses his life will preserve it. 34l
tell you, on that night two people will be in one bed; one will be taken and the
other left. 35Two women will be grinding grain together; one will be taken and
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the other left.” 37“Where, Lord?” they asked. He replied, “Where there is a dead

body, there the vultures will gather.” 18 1Then Jesus told his disciples a parable
to show them that they should always pray and not give up. 2He said: “In a
certain town there was a judge who neither feared God nor cared about
men. 3And there was a widow in that town who kept coming to him with the
plea, ‘Grant me justice against my adversary.” 4“For some time he refused. But
finally he said to himself, ‘Even though I don’t fear God or care about men, Syet
because this widow keeps bothering me, | will see that she gets justice, so that
she won’t eventually wear me out with her coming!”” 6And the Lord
said, “Listen to what the unjust judge says. ZAnd will not God bring about
justice for his chosen ones, who cry out to him day and night? Will he keep
putting them off? 81 tell you, he will see that they get justice, and quickly.
However, when the Son of Man comes, will he find faith on the earth?” 9To
some who were confident of their own righteousness and looked down on
everybody else, Jesus told this parable: 10“Two men went up to the temple to
pray, one a Pharisee and the other a tax collector. 11The Pharisee stood up and
prayed about himself: ‘God, I thank you that I am not like other men—robbers,
evildoers, adulterers—or even like this tax collector.12] fast twice a week and
give a tenth of all I get.” 13*“But the tax collector stood at a distance. He would
not even look up to heaven, but beat his breast and said, ‘God, have mercy on
me, a sinner.” 14 tell you that this man, rather than the other, went home
justified before God. For everyone who exalts himself will be humbled, and he
who humbles himself will be exalted.”
