EASTERTIDE - SACRED PERIOD THAT FOLLOWS EASTER

From Easter to the Sunday of Pentecost is a 50-day period called Eastertide (also
known as Quinquagesima). The first 40 days of Eastertide culminate with
the Feast of the Ascension, celebrated on the Thursday of the sixth week. This
entire period is dedicated solely to the mystery of the resurrected Savior's
encounters with His Apostles and followers, with the exception of four special
remembrances that do not detract from the preeminence of the Resurrection.

It is not one day, but forty, filled with joy and gladness, with Alleluias for the
Risen Lord who is with us now. The faithful of the Armenian Church greet each
other with Krisdos Haryav ee Merelotz - Christ is Risen from the Dead: and
answer with Ohrnyal eh Haroutiunun Krisdosee - Blessed is the Resurrection
of Christ. May these words coming from our lips also radiate in our hearts.



FASTING FOR HOLY COMMUNION

The Holy Communion is one of the important sacraments for the salvation of
Christians and for the nourishment of our souls. Holy Communion is a sacrament
by which the believer receives Christ’s Body and Blood in the form of bread and
wine for remission of sins and the reception of eternal life. It is offered to the
faithful during the celebration of Badarak. For person in good health, it is
necessary to fast, abstain from food and participate in the sacrament of
Confession before receiving Holy Communion. For those of ill health who are on
special medication, a light breakfast is permitted. Fir the evening Badarak, fasting
should begin after the midday meal and continue until the evening Badarak has
been celebrated.

MAS
MAS (Antidoron) is very thin unleavened bread of wheat, of any reasonable size
making it possible to be baked on a metal tray. It can be made by any member of
the congregation. It is distributed after the Liturgy to those of the congregation
who have not received communion. It is customary to take mas to the members
of one’s family and to friends, who have been unable to attend the Liturgy. Mas
symbolizes the bond of love among the members of the church.

Mas, meaning “a portion”, represents the remaining part if the loaf which the
faithful used to bring to Church in ancient times to be used as bread for the
Eucharist. A fraction (nshkhar) of this loaf was taken to consecration, while the
remainder was distributed among the congregation at the end of the Liturgy.

FEASTS AND FASTS

RED SUNDAY

The ascription "Red" traditionally is thought to reflect the brilliance of red
flowers, which burst forth in bloom at this time of year symbolizing the new life
given through the blood sacrifice of Christ. This Sunday's Gospel of John 5:19-
30, emphasizes the life-giving word of Jesus. Like Green Sunday, it has become
accustom on this Sunday to be decorated in red.

The name "Red Sunday" seems to have no ecclesiastical origin or significance by
may have been, like Green Sunday, a popular designation related to a spring
festival and the new season, since at that time of the year the fields were adorned
with red and green.

RED SUNDAY

In the Calendar of the Armenian Church, the third Sunday following the Glorious
Resurrection of Our Lord Jesus Christ is known as Red Sunday.

The color “red” has been used throughout history to represent many things. One
of the symbolic meanings is the blood of the martyrs who sacrificed for Christ,
His Holy Church, and their Christian faith. During the early years of Christianity,
faithful followers of Jesus Christ were subjected to severe persecutions and
torments. Many elected to die rather than betray their principles of life and faith,
which the Incarnate God - Christ Jesus - had endowed to them and all of
mankind. The psalmist writes, “Precious in the sight of the Lord is the death of
the saints” (Psalms 116:15).

Today, martyrdom is far less often an occurrence in the lives of Christians, yet it
does happen. However, the greater struggle is the one against sin, which we can
see manifested in many ways throughout the world. The battle against
wickedness and evil, which will be victorious at the end, is the current expression
of the significance of Red Sunday. The Apostle Paul writes that Christ Himself
endured such opposition, that we should not grow weary in our battle against
wickedness. In his letter to the Hebrews, Paul says: “In your struggle against sin,
you have not yet resisted to the point of shedding your blood.” (Hebrews 12:4).
We have to use the opportunity of Red Sunday to once again remind ourselves of
Paul’s exhortation to remain steadfast in the Lord, and to continue our daily
labors of goodness and righteousness.
