COMMEMORATION OF THE TABERNACLE OF THE OLD
TESTAMENT AND THE FEAST OF THE NEW HOLY CHURCH
The Tabernacle of the Old Testament was the most sacred vessel in the Old
Testament. It was where the Ten Commandments, Aaron’s ornamental crosier
and the golden urn full of manna were kept. Early Church Fathers considered the
Church of Christ as the Tabernacle of the New Testament and the heir to the
Tabernacle of the Old Testament. Thus, this feast celebrates this unbroken
lineage and also symbolizes the eternal mystery of the New Holy Church.

15For if their rejection means the
reconciliation of the world, what will their acceptance mean but life from the
dead? 161f the dough offered as firstfruits is holy, so is the whole lump, and if the
root is holy, so are the branches. 17But if some of the branches were broken off,
and you, although a wild olive shoot, were grafted in among the others and now
share in the nourishing rootc of the olive tree, 18do not be arrogant toward the
branches. If you are, remember it is not you who support the root, but the root
that supports you. 19Then you will say, “Branches were broken off so that I
might be grafted in.” 20That is true. They were broken off because of their
unbelief, but you stand fast through faith. So do not become proud, but
fear. 21For if God did not spare the natural branches, neither will he spare
you.22Note then the kindness and the severity of God: severity toward those who
have fallen, but God’s kindness to you, provided you continue in his kindness.
Otherwise you too will be cut off. 23And even they, if they do not continue in
their unbelief, will be grafted in, for God has the power to graft them in
again. 24For if you were cut from what is by nature a wild olive tree, and grafted,
contrary to nature, into a cultivated olive tree, how much more will these, the
natural branches, be grafted back into their own olive tree.

Matthew 14:13-21

13Now when Jesus heard this, he withdrew from there in a boat to a desolate
place by himself. But when the crowds heard it, they followed him on foot from
the towns. 14When he went ashore he saw a great crowd, and he had compassion
on them and healed their sick. 15Now when it was evening, the disciples came to
him and said, “This is a desolate place, and the day is now over; send the crowds
away to go into the villages and buy food for themselves.” 16But Jesus
said, “They need not go away; you give them something to eat.” 17They said to
him, “We have only five loaves here and two fish.” 18And he said, “Bring them
here to me.” 19Then he ordered the crowds to sit down on the grass, and taking
the five loaves and the two fish, he looked up to heaven and said a blessing. Then
he broke the loaves and gave them to the disciples, and the disciples gave them to
the crowds.20And they all ate and were satisfied. And they took up twelve
baskets full of the broken pieces left over. 21And those who ate were about five
thousand men, besides women and children.
